XXX Vinho Verde (Alvarinho),  Broadbent, ’05, Vinho Verde, Portugal                6
refreshing & lively with subtle hints of lime, effervescent

XXX Fernão Pires,  Casa Santos, ’07, Estremadura, Portugal              7
fresh, with a silky smooth texture. perfectly balanced.

XXX Pinot Gris, Siltsone, Guadalupe Vyd ’07, Dundee Hills, Willamette Valley, Oregon      9
                          ripe pears, with that prickly thing that they have, to add balanced acidity

XXX Dry Riesling, Schmitges, Graushiefer, Qba, ’07, Mosel, Germany    10
wow!! minerals parade across the palate, leaving essences of lychee in their wake

XXX Grüner Veltliner, Thomas Leithner, ’05, Österreich-Kamptal, Austria                 12
very creamy for a grüner, and super refreshing on the palate

XXX Grenache/Syrah, Mas Domergue, ‘Espérance’, ‘05, Côteaux du Languedoc, France      8
chocolate covered raspberries, with a slight note of the garrigue barrels in the finish

velvety and delicious, this one has structure like you’d expect from a dolcetto

XXX Bordeaux Blend,  “Red” John Grochau, Rogue Vly, OR + Columbia Vly, WA          9
starts out with a seductive black cherry nose, finishes with bright, firm tannins

chunky, with dried cherry flavors and a long, dry finish

XXX Tempranillo,  ERGO by Martin Codax, Rioja, Spain                     10
classic Spanish red, dry with fresh berries and plums layered with spices

XXX Cabernet Sauvignon, Educated Guess, ’05, Napa Valley     12
ripe with juicy blackberry and boysenberry fruit and creamy vanilla finish
